OUR LADY OF
CZESTOCHOWA

Saint Luke the Evangelist, according
to tradition, is believed to be the
original artist of this painting in which
Mary is depicted holding the Christ
Child. This sacred picture, enshrined
and venerated at the renowned
Marian Shrine in Poland, was first
brought from Jerusalem through
Constantinople and was bestowed
to the Princess of Ruthenia. It was
brought to Poland in 1382 through
the efforts of Ladislaus of Opole who
had discovered it in a castle at Belz.

From this time onward, the

historic records of the painting are
documented and authenticated by
the miracles associated with the
painting. In 1430, a devastating attack
on the Polish Shrine resulted in tragic
losses and the damaging of the holy
picture. To this very day, despite the
attempts to repair the damage, the
slashes on the face of the Virgin Mary
are still visible.

The foundation of the Monastery and
Shrine in Czestochowa began with a
small wooden church. Subsequent
development (1632-48) led to the
construction of the present day
pasilica and defense wall which
surrounds the sacred buildings.

Under the heroic leadership of the Prior of the Monastery,
Father Augustine Kordecki, the Shrine withstood the
attacks of the Swedish Invasion of 1655. This great victory
proved to be a tremendous boost to the morale of the
entire Polish nation.

As a result, King Jan Casimir, in 1656, made a solemn vow
proclaiming the Mother of God to be the “Queen of the
Polish Crown” and the Shrine of Jasna Gora to be the
“Mount of Victory” and a spiritual capital for Poland.

During the years of Poland’s partition (1772-1918) the Shrine
of Jasna Gora became a vibrant link for the Polish people
with their homeland. The holy painting enshrined at
Czestochowa beamed as a lighthouse of hope during the
painful years of national hardships and defeats.

Today the Shrine of Czestochowa in Poland attracts
millions of worshipers and tourists who come to honor the
miraculous image of Our Lady of Czestochowa.

Holy Mass honoring Our Lady of Czestochowa
will be at 9:00am on Saturday morning August
26th in St. Joseph Church.

W 1430 r. niszczycielski atak na polskie
Sanktuarium spowodowat tragiczne straty i zniszczenie
obrazu swietego. Do dzis, mimo préb naprawy zniszczen,
widoczne s3g rozciecia na twarzy Matki Boskiej.

Powstanie klasztoru i sanktuarium w Czestochowie
rozpoczeto sie od niewielkiego drewnianego kosciotka.
Pézniejszy rozwdj (1632-48) doprowadzit do powstania
obecnej bazyliki i muru obronnego otaczajgcego obiekty
sakralne. Pod bohaterskim przywddztwem przeora
klasztoru, ksiedza Augustyna Kordeckiego, sanktuarium
oparto sie atakom najazdu szwedzkiego w 1655 roku. To
wielkie zwyciestwo okazato sie ogromnym wzmocnieniem
morale catego narodu polskiego.

W latach zaboréw (1772-1918) Jasnogdrskie Sanktuarium
stato sie zywym ogniwem taczacym Polakdéw z ojczyzna.
Swiety obraz umieszczony w Czestochowie jasniat jak
latarnia morska nadziei w bolesnych latach narodowych
trudow i klesk.

Dzis Sanktuarium Czestochowskie w Polsce przycigga

miliony wiernych i turystow, ktérzy przybywaja, by oddac
