The present wooden altar dates from 1968 and was 
constructed during the time of the liturgical changes as 
mandated by the Second Vatican Council (1962-1965).  At the 
time Father Louis B. Blecharczyk visioned the “new altar” to 
fit the beauty of our sanctuary and it has served our parish 
over these many years.  Time has taken its toll and thanks 
to a generous donor we will have a new altar to once again 
fit the beauty of our Church’s Sanctuary and to enhance 
our celebration of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. We ask all 
parishioners to attend this joyous occasion and to witness 
the “Consecration Ritual of the New Altar.”  A reception will 
follow the consecration Mass in “Sienkiewicz Hall” in our 
Saint Joseph Parish Center to which all attending are most 
welcome to attend.
