Feast of the Presentation of the Lord Jesus... Every FEBRUARY 2M°, we Catholics celebrate the Feast of

the Presentation of the Lord, which is traditionally called “CANDLEMAS DAY." This celebration occurs 40 DAYS AFTER
CHRISTMAS - THE BIRTH OF CHRIST. It is also the FOURTH JOYFUL MYSTERY OF THE HOLY ROSARY so often prayed
throughout the year.
